I Notice

o |f gear shifting operations do not feel smooth, wash the shifting unit
and lubricate all moving parts.

¢ When the chain is in any of the positions shown in the figures, the
chain may come into contact with the chainring or front derailleur
and generate noise. If noise is a problem, shift the sprocket one or
two steps in the direction of the arrow. The chain position where
noise is generated differs depending on the product. For details,
contact the place of purchase or a distributor.

I Regular inspections before riding the bicycle

Before riding the bicycle, check the following items. If any problems are
found, consult your place of purchase or a distributor.

e |s gear shifting carried out smoothly?
e |s there excess play in the installation area?
® Has excess play increased in the links?

¢ Are there any abnormal noises coming from the derailleur?
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
